3) For the post of lecturer in Biology (i) A postgraduate degree in Botany or 
Zoology of an University established by law in India and (ii) L.T. Diploma of a 
government recognized training college / college or graduate degree in education 
(B.Ed.) from an University established by law.  

4) For the post of lecturer in Education (i) A postgraduate degree in Education of 
an University established by law in India and (ii) L.T. Diploma of a government 
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recognized training college / college or graduate degree in education (B. Ed.) from 
an University established by law. 

or 
 A degree of Master of Education (M.Ed.) of a university established by law in  

India. 
5) For the post of lecturer in Hindi (i) A postgraduate degree in Hindi of an 

University established by law in India, (ii) A bachelor degree in Arts with 
Sanskrit or a certificate of Shastri Examination of Sanskrit University, Varanasi 
and (iii) L.T. Diploma of a government recognized training college / college or 
graduate degree in education (B.Ed.) from an University established by law.  

6) For the post of lecturer in Home Science (i) A postgraduate degree in Home 
Arts or Home Science of an University established by law in India and (ii) L.T. 
Diploma of a government recognized training college / college or graduate degree 
in education (B.Ed.) from an University established by law. 

7) For the post of lecturer in Arts (i) A postgraduate degree in Drawing and 
Painting of an University established by law in India and (ii) L.T. Diploma of a 
government recognized training college / college or graduate degree in education 
(B.Ed.) from an University established by law.  

4- Preferential Qualification –  A candidate who has :-  
I. Served in the Territorial Army for a minimum period of two years, or  

II. Obtained a ‘B’ certificate of National Cadet Corps, or  
III. Obtained a ‘C’ certificate of N.S.S.,  

shall, other things being equal, be given preference in the matter of direct 
recruitment.  

Note: Any other educational Qualification different from the prescribed 
educational qualifications is not acceptable. Candidates are instructed to fill only 
one O.M.R. application form for one subject.

GENERAL INTRUCTIONS  
1- The application form will not be accepted after last date of submission of the 

application. Incomplete, erroneous applications and applications not signed by 
the candidates, even if received within time will summarily be rejected.  

2- Knowledge of Hindi language is essential.  
3-  NATIONALITY :  A candidate for direct recruitment to a post in the service 

must be – 
a. A citizen of India ; or  
b. A Tibetan refugee, who came over to India before the 1st January, 1962 with 

the intention of permanently settling in India; or  
c. A person of Indian origin, who has migrated from Pakistan, Burma, Sri Lanka 

or any of the East African countries of Kenya, Uganda and the United 
Republic of Tanzania (formerly Tanganika and Zanzibar) with the intention of 
permanently settling in India: 

Provided that a candidate belonging to category (b) or (c) above must 
be a person in whose favour a certificate of eligibility has been  issued by the 
State Government:   

Provided further that a candidate belonging to category (b) will also be 
required to obtain a certificate of eligibility, granted by the Deputy Inspector 
General of Police, Intelligence Branch, Uttarakhand : 

Provided also that if a candidate belongs to category (c) above, no 
certificate of eligibility will be issued for a period of more than one year and 
the retention of such a candidate in service beyond a period of one year, sh all 
be subject to his acquiring Indian citizenship. 

4- Marital Status – The provision in Service Rule regarding Marital Status – 
(i) A male candidate, who has more than one wife living, or  
(ii) A female candidate, who has married a man, already having a wife living, 

shall not be eligible for appointment to a post in the service :   
Provided that the Government may, if satisfied that there exist special grounds 
for doing so, exempt any person from the operation of this rule.  
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5-  AGE LIMIT – Candidate must have attained to age of 21 years and must not 
have crossed the age of 35 years on July 01, 2009 i.e. they must have not been 
born earlier than July 02, 1974 and not later than  July 01, 1988.

 Upper age limit shall be greater by 05 years also for the skilled players of 
classified games of National and International Level in accordance with 
Government Order no. 22/21/1983 – Karmik – 2, dated 28-11-1985.

(Reservation for physically handicapped, Dependent of freedom fighters & Ex. 
Servicemen) Act, 1993} Adaptation & Modification order, 2002; Uttar Pradesh 
Public Service (Reservation for physically handicapped, Dependent of freedom 
fighters and Ex. Servicemen) Act, 1993 (Amendment) Act, 2009 under the 
categories of disability indicated by Government Order no. 2422/XXX(2)/2005 
Dated 22 August, 2005. Likewise horizontal reservation will be applicable in 
accordance with the provisions of Government Order no. 2461/ XXX(2)/2006 
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Dated 06 October, 2006 for Skilled players of Uttarakhand, Government Order 
no. 735/ XVII(2)/2006 Dated 09 September, 2006 for females of Uttarakhand, 
and Government Order no. 1270/Thirty-2/2004 Dated 11 August, 2004 for 
Uttarakhand Rajya Andolankaris in following manner:-  

(a) According to Government Order no. 1270 /Thirty- 2/ 2004, dated 11 August, 
2004, weightage of 5% in selection and relaxation of age limit in service upto 
50 years of age will be applicable for those Uttarakhand Rajya Andolankaris 
who have spent less than 07 days in prison during Uttarakhand Rajya Andolan 
provided that 10% horizontal reservation for this sub category will be 
applicable only for upcoming  05 years. 

(b) According to Government Order no. 1270/ Thirty-2/ 2004, 11 August, 2004, 
10% horizontal reservation will be applicable for those Uttarakhand Rajya 
Andolankaris who have spent more than 07 days in prison or the dependents of 
those Andolankaris who have injured during Rajya Andolan, as per 
Government Order no. 4020/XX(4)-7/Uttarakhand Andolankari/2006 Dated 08 
November, 2006 as mentioned below :- 

(i) Those indicated Rajya Andolankaris who have crossed 50 years of age and 
unwilling for Employment. 

(ii) Those indicated Rajya Andolankaris who are unwilling or unable for service 
due to physical & mental disability.  

(iii) A candidate applying for this post, as a dependent family member of the 
Andolankari described above, must fulfill all essential educational 
qualifications and age limitation. 

Andolankaris falling under above category will have to render an 
affidavit of being covered in this category along with their application form, 
which will be confirmed by concern department / Authority, in accordance 
with the guidelines issued by Home department, through concerning District 
Magistrate.  

10 % horizontal reservation for Andolankaris indicated in above 
category is applicable only for the following Dependent family members –  

I. Spouse    II. Dependent son   III. Unmarried Daughter or widow Daughter     
(c) Horizontal reservation 30% for Females of Uttarakhand, 02% for Dependent of 

freedom fighters of Uttarakhand, 10% for Uttarakhand Rajya Andolankaris, 
05% for Ex.Servicemen of Uttarakhand, 04% for Skilled players of Uttarakhand 
and 03% for Physically handicapped candidates of Uttarakhand will be 
permissible in accordance with the provisions of relevant government orders.  
The benefit of horizontal reservation under different sub-categories will 
only be applicable for the candidates who are domicile of Uttarakhand 
State.  

7- The fees will be obtained in the form of cost of the O.M.R. application form 
which is printed on the envelop. It is not required for the candidates to deposit 
separate bank draft. The fees for General candidates/ Other backward class 
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candidates of Uttarakhand /Dependent of freedom fighter candidates of 
Uttarakhand is Rs. 110/- (Rs. 100/- application fee + Rs. 10/- Postal charges) 
and the fees for Scheduled caste candidates of Uttarakhand / Scheduled tribe 
candidates of Uttarakhand /Physically handicapped candidates of Uttarakhand  is 
Rs. 70/- (Rs. 60/- application fees + Rs. 10/- Postal charges).

8- If on the basis of advertisement, the number of application forms received is large 
and it is not being possible for the commission to interview all the candidates 
then the commission may apply one of the following methods to shortlist the 
candidates for the purpose of interview -- 

(a) On the basis of more merit and experience rather than minimum essential 
qualification given in the advertisement, or,  

(b) On the basis of experience in relevant area, or, 
(c) On the basis of experience gained after or before obtaining minimum essential

9- Minimum educational qualification is not sufficient for being called for interview

11- Only those candidates will appear in screening test who fulfill all the essential 
qualifications for the advertised post on the last date of submission of 
application form. Therefore, candidates must check their eligibility thoroughly, 
and only after that submit the application form within stipulated time period.

21- No candidate shall be appointed to a post in the service unless he be in good 
mental and bodily health and free from any physical defect likely to interfere 
with the efficient performance of his duties.  

 22- Being successful in interview does not entitle a candidate for appointment, 
until the Government, after completion of such investigation, as it may 
consider necessary, shall satisfy itself that the candidate is suitable in all 
respect for appointment. 

23- The Commission Reserves the right of canceling the candidature of any candidate 
found indulging in any malpractice i.e. hiding any Material information, 
Misrepresentation of facts or canvassing for candidature. All such candidates will 
liable to be debarred from all examinations and selections up to a period of 5 years. 

24- The commission reserves the right of canceling the candidature of any candidate 
found indulging in any malpractice i.e. copying in examination hall or indiscipline 
and misbehavior. On violation of this instruction, the candidate may be debarred 
from this examination as well as future examinations and a criminal proceeding may 
also be initiated.
